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How did life emerge on Earth? Are there other planets with life e sewhere in the Universe? These are :
some of the most fundamenta questions not only for scientists but aso for al mankind. For the first I
time in history, we now have the ability to attempt to answer these questions scientificaly. With I
ground- and space-based telescopes, astronomers have discovered the building blocks of life in space, I
in the form of many complex organic molecules and solids. These extraterrestrid organics enriched the I
early Solar System and evidence for widespread organic star dust. Geologica studies have reveded l
evidence of past impacts from extraterrestria objects. These impacts brought large amounts of organics [
to the young Earth and may have acce erated the devel opment of life 4 billion years ago. The discovery I
of microorganisms in cold, arid deserts of Antarctica suggests that life can flourish in extremely :
difficult conditions, bringing up the possibility of the existence of life on the cold surface of Mars. The .
