Critical features of ideal drug include effective cellular uptake, and sustained release. While most of
the conventional drugs are struggling to acquire these two characteristics, nanoparticle carrier based
nano-medicine provides a feasible solution to simultaneously achieving enhanced cellular uptake and
sustained drug release. In addition, nanoparticles as multifunctional carriers, could be modified with
certain antibodies on surface, in order to develop target medicine.

The research team of The Chinese University of Hong Kong has developed a novel nanoparticle-drug
system in which the nanoparticle carrier can self-decompose after the release of inner drugs. Such
carriers can be easily excreted from the body without causing any side effect. This system enables drug’s
release in a controllable manner in order to elevate the drug efficacy.

Backin 1977, the International Council of Museums (ICOM) designated 18 May as the annual International

The theme of the 2016 event is "Museums and Cultural Landscapes”. Cultural landscapes are properties
of human culture which, interweaving nature and history, represent the “‘combined products of nature
and of man”. Closely associated with our life and the society to which we belong, cultural landscapes are
constantly changing. Museums have always conducted work on their collections, research, exhibitions
and education.

Only then can they
undertake a more active and significant role in the issues involved in facilitating the protection of
cultural landscapes.

This year, International Museum Day in Hong Kong is scheduled for 14-15 May 2016, and over those
two days visitors will be admitted free to most of the local participating venues, where a wide range of
educational and entertaining programmes will be held. Come and be inspired!
